
Waste Management 
To start garbage collection, please call the Village Hall at 949-3141, extension 10. 
 
Household Waste 
Currently household waste is collected as follows: 

 South and east of Hardee Lane – Monday and Thursday 
 North and West of Hardee Lane – Tuesday and Friday 

 
Beginning January 4, 2010 household waste pick-up will go from two days a week to one 
day a week pick-up on Mondays and Tuesdays. 
 
All garbage, trash and other items deposited in garbage cans must be bagged and the top 
tied in accordance with the Whispering Pines Ordinance.  
 
Recycling 
Recycling will be picked up on Thursday for the entire Village.  All acceptable recyclable 
items should be placed loose in a resident provided container with a Whispering Pines 
Recycling sticker attached.  Plastic bags are not permitted for the containment of 
recyclable items.  Whispering Pines Recycling stickers and a list of acceptable items are 
available at Village Hall 
 
Yard Waste 
Yard waste and cuttings (e.g., branches, pine cones, grass clippings, etc.) are collected 
every Wednesday throughout the Village.  Plastic bags are not permitted for the 
containment of yard waste.  Branches may be up to four (4) feet in length and must be 
tied in manageable bundles placed next to the cans.  
 
Trash Cans 
Trash cans used for household waste, recycling and yard waste should not exceed a 32 
gallon capacity.  Cans containing household waste and recycling shall be placed near the 
garage, clearly visible from the street, by 7:00 A.M. on the day of pick-up.  Cans 
containing yard waste must be placed at the curb, within two feet from the edge of the 
pavement, for pick-up.  Trash cans may not be placed within view from the street prior to 
3:00 P.M. the day before scheduled pick-up and must be removed from view by 7:00 
P.M. the day of pick-up. 
 
Holidays 
Observed holidays include Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day and New Years Day.  When a holiday affects the pick-up schedule, notice 
will be given on local channel 18 and on www.whiperingpinesnc.net.
